Book of Concord — Introduction to the Lord’s Prayer

24 And it has been prescribed also for this reason that we should see and consider the distress which ought to urge and compel us to pray without
ceasing. For whoever would pray must have something to present, state, and name which he desires; if not, it cannot be called a prayer.

25 Therefore we have rightly rejected the prayers of monks and priests, who howl and growl day and night like fiends; but none of them think of
praying for a hair’s breadth of anything. And if we would assemble all the churches, together with all ecclesiastics, they would be obliged to confess
that they have never from the heart prayed for even a drop of wine. For none of them has ever purposed to pray from obedience to God and faith in

His promise, nor has any one regarded any distress, but (when they had done their best) they thought no further than this, to do a good work, whereby
they might repay
